As you requested, below is a summary of Dr. Kim’s work with Samuel Dizenzo thus far.
Samuel was born April 2, 2011, at 9:57 a.m. The mother had received no prenatal care and had no pediatrician selected. Dr. Kim, attending physician, examined Samuel shortly after birth. According to the mother, his birth was full-term. He was of low birth weight, weighing 4 pounds, 14 ounces. He was breathing on his own and had good color, although his Apgar score at 2 minutes was 5 (grimace and activity were subdued), then the score was 6 five minutes later. Overall, he presented as being in no distress. Dr. Kim examined him again on April 3, 2011, and he received a Hepatitis B, part 1, immunization; blood testing showed he was positive for alcohol. His low birth weight, Apgar scores, and testing were concerning, although he appeared healthy. He was examined again the morning of April 4 and was deemed ready for discharge with his mother, with CPS following up. His weight at discharge was 4 pounds, 12 ounces. 
Dr. Kim saw Samuel again on April 18, 2011, at age 2 weeks. He weighed 5 pounds, 1 ounce at that visit and physical exam showed a healthy infant, albeit small. According to report of his mother and great aunt, he had to be coaxed when eating, was rarely awake, but overall was doing well. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]May 3, 2011, Samuel was seen for his one-month exam. He weighed 5 pounds, 14 ounces. Again, exam revealed a healthy child, although he was lethargic. Hepatitis B, Part 2, immunization was given. The mother requested referral for a fetal alcohol syndrome evaluation, as she admitted to sporadic alcohol use during pregnancy. An appointment was made for May 18, 2011, with Dr. Frank Gafford, pediatric specialist in FAS.
Samuel was seen again June 1, 2011, for his 2-month check. Exam revealed a healthy infant who is becoming more alert but may have some delays. RV, DTaP, Hib, PVC13, and IPV vaccines were administered. Weight at this visit was 6 pounds, 16 ounces so weight gain is steady. According to mother and aunt, Dr. Gafford says Samuel likely has fetal alcohol effect. He has been referred for IDEA early intervention services and recently had his evaluation. He was determined eligible for services, which should begin in a week or two.
