THE COURT FINDS:

1. The Court has jurisdiction over this matter.
2. The child continues to remain without proper parental care and supervision.
3. The Department made reasonable efforts to prevent the removal of the child from his mother by providing substance abuse treatment, treatment and support for domestic violence, and drug testing services. The Department has been unable to locate Ms. Dizenzo thus far to assess, case plan, and provide further services.
4. The child is not subject to provisions of the Indian Child Welfare Act.

THE COURT ORDERS:
1. Samuel Dizenzo to remain in the custody of Mock State Department of Family and Children’s Services, which is responsible for his care, supervision, and placement in foster care.
2. The Department’s initial permanency goal of reunification of child, Samuel Dizenzo, with his mother, Diane Dizenzo, is adopted. 
3. Leonard Garfield, Esq., is appointed to continue to represent Diane Dizenzo, mother.
4. Theo Blackwell, Esq., is appointed to continue as Guardian ad Litem for Samuel Dizenzo, child.
