ADJUDICATION AND DISPOSITIONAL ORDER

This matter came before the Court on the 16th day of March 2018. The following are named as parties:

THE COURT FINDS:

1. The Court has jurisdiction over this matter.
[bookmark: _Hlk15128690][bookmark: _Hlk36820490][bookmark: _GoBack]2. The child, Samuel Dizenzo, is adjudicated as an abused and neglected child, as defined in Section 3C-2-4 MSSA 1975.
3. The Department has made the following reasonable efforts to reunify Samuel Dizenzo with his mother, Diane Dizenzo: 
Arranged for the following services for the mother to address the causes and conditions that resulted in the neglect and lack of supervision of the child:
a) Substance abuse treatment services intake
b) Random drug/alcohol testing twice monthly
c) Attendance at Alcoholics Anonymous meetings twice weekly
d) Facilitation of family time between Samuel and his mother in a comfortable setting to preserve and enhance their relationship
e) Identification of services to be implemented to ameliorate safety issues in the home, and Department is working with the mother to promote engagement in those services.
4. The Department has informally assessed Samuel Dizenzo and determined that he has no mental/behavioral health needs that need addressing.
5. Despite the reasonable efforts made by the Department, reunification of the child with his mother is not in his best interest at this time and is contrary to his welfare. Mr. Dizenzo still requires engagement in substance abuse treatment and drug testing services and needs to obtain housing and more stable employment.
6. The Department has exercised reasonable care in providing for Samuel Dizenzo’s physical and dental health and educational needs. 
7. The child has no siblings in foster care.

8. The child is not subject to provisions of the Indian Child Welfare Act.

THE COURT ORDERS:
1. Samuel Dizenzo to remain in the custody of the Department of Family and Children’s Services, which is responsible for his care and supervision. Placement of the child in foster care is for an indeterminate amount of time, not to exceed 6 months from the date of this order.
2. The permanency plan goal of reunification is adopted.
3. The case plan, attached to this order, that was developed by the parties and presented by the Department, shall be adopted.
4. Leonard Garfield, Esq., continues to represent Diane Dizenzo.
5. Theo Blackwell, Esq., continues as Guardian ad Litem for Samuel Dizenzo.
NEXT HEARING:
The Periodic Review Hearing is scheduled for the 11th day of September 2018, at 10:00 p.m. before District Court Judge Paula Peterson.
