1. The Department shall be responsible for the care and placement of Samuel Dizenzo.
2. An exception to the filing of a petition to terminate Ms. Dizenzo’s parental rights exists as the child, Samuel Dizenzo, is currently being cared for by a relative.
3. The Department will ensure that Samuel Dizenzo has regular medical and dental exams, with periodicity to occur as per agency policy. The Department will ensure that Samuel Dizenzo receives recommended medical and dental care.
4. The Department will ensure that Samuel Dizenzo receives appropriate educational services, as determined by his Individualized Education Program (IEP).
5. The Department will visit Samuel Dizenzo at least once monthly to discuss adjustment, note progress in services, and assess his safety.
6. Diane Dizenzo will participate in visitation with Samuel Dizenzo, with frequency, location and level of supervision to be determined by the Department. The Department will facilitate and monitor Samuel’s visitation with his mother.
7. Diane Dizenzo will participate in weekly substance abuse counseling and will follow through with recommendations made by her counselor. The Department will arrange access to, provide payment for, and monitor participation Diane Dizenzo’s participation and progress in substance abuse treatment.
8. Diane Dizenzo will participate in Alcoholics Anonymous (AA) meetings a minimum of three times each week.
9. Diane Dizenzo will participate in random drug/alcohol testing a minimum of twice monthly as directed by the Department. The Department shall arrange and pay for the testing. The results from testing shall be sent to the Department.
10. Diane Dizenzo will seek and maintain regular employment.
11. The Department will inform Diane Dizenzo of Samuel Dizenzo’s medical and educational appointments or other significant events. Diane Dizenzo will accompany Samuel on medical and educational appointments as she is able. She will also attend Samuel’s other significant events as she is able.
12. Diane Dizenzo will participate in weekly mental health counseling and following through with recommendations made by her counselor. The Department will arrange and pay for mental health treatment services for Diane Dizenzo.
13. Diane Dizenzo will maintain regular employment.
14. Diane Dizenzo will obtain safe and stable housing.
15. Diane Dizenzo will inform the Department of any changes of address, living situation, or other significant changes.
