Samuel continues to reside with his great aunt and uncle, and his mother visits him on a regular basis. All of his family members help with his academics in the home. His great aunt, great uncle, and mother work with him regularly with his reading, so he remains developmentally on target. He is recognizing more words and enjoys reading out loud. He exhibits mild cognitive delays, especially with new math concepts. He will continue to receive extra explanation of new concepts and extra time for activities and tests. Testing showed no deficits in motor skills or eye-hand coordination, so Samuel no longer receives physical and occupational therapy in the classroom.

He also receives additional, individual explanation of new concepts;, quiet time; and extra time to take tests or complete assignments when he does not fully understand what is being asked of him.
Samuel missed a few days of school this quarter for being sick, but he always returns excited to be back and see his friends. He also missed a couple of hours for a doctor’s appointment. He does really well with reading and writing. Services he has received in his past with the in-home help from family members has helped him do very well.
